7¥7 NN May it be Your will, HASHEM, our God and the God of our forefathers, that

the commandment of separating challah from dough should be consid-
ered as though | had fulfilled it in all its details and implications. May the challah
separation which | separate be considered like a sacrifice that was offered on the Altar,
which was accepted favorably. Just as originally the challah was given to the Kohen
and it was an atonement for sins, so too, this should be an atonement for my sins.
Then, | shall be as if | were born afresh, free from error and iniquity, and | will be able
to fulfill the commandment of the Holy Shabbos and the Festivals with my husband
(and our children), and be sustained through the sanctity of these days. Through the
effects of the commandment of challah, may our children always be sustained from the
hands of the Holy One, Blessed is He, with His abundant mercy and kindness, and His
abundant love, and may the commandment of challah be accepted as if | had given a
tithe. Just as | am fulfilling the commandment of challah wholeheartedly, so too, shall
the mercy of the Holy One, Blessed is He, be aroused to protect me always from
suffering and pain, Amen.
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
